The principal use of this cab is to protect the operator
from swirling snow when using the snow blade or
blower. It may also be used to protect the operator
from blowing cold wind. It is very useful as a sun-
shade during hot weather when only the frame of the
cab and the fiberglass bop are used.
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MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS :

1. Periodically check to see that bolts are tight. If one
or more bolts come loose, breakage of cab parts
might occur.

2. Door latches should be lightly oiled for proper
operation.

3. Avoid rubbing contact with plastic windows. Keep
plastic windows clean by washing them only with
clear running water and by rubbing with youi bare
hands, only. Theuse of a rag, sponge, or brush may
scratch the plastic. Liquid soap may also be usefrjl
in cleaning windows. In storing parts, AVOID
FOLDING PLASTIC. DO NOT CLEAN PLASTIC
WINDOWS WHEN DRY!

4. Vinyl portions may be washed with the use of a
brush or rag, hot or cold water, and with or without
liquid soap.

C. After complete cab has been installed, you may
wish to drill a hole into tractor (indicated by ,,A"),
and use a bolt and nut (PARTS 26 & 24) to attach
PART 1 to the tractor for greater stability.
HOWEVER, THIS STEP IS NOT ABSOLUTELY
NECESSARY, ALTHOUGH IT WILL HELP
PROLONG THE LIFE OF THE CAB

STEP 14: SEE FIGURES 16, 17,18, & 19:
A. Place PART 18 (WINDSHIELD) into position

(zippered edge is the bottom). Snap only the two
upper snaps to front, side sections of TOP FRAME.
Do the same thing with the REAR CURTAIN at the
rear of the cab.

B. To install PAET 19 (FRONT PANEL VINYL)
correctly, front mounted blade or snow blower
controls must be placed thru proper openings in
FRONT PANEL VINYL before it is zippered to the
lower edge of the WINDSHIELD. SEE FIGURE 18
if snowthrower attachment was previously
mounted: remove the snowthrower discharge chute
control crank support arm from the tractor. Use a
5h6" x tr/2" bolt (PART 33), 5/16" nut (pART 32),
and SPACER (PART 34) to attach the "U" shaped
bracket as shown. Place a COTTER PIN (PART
30) thru the hole in the chute control crank as
shown. (SEE FIGURE 19 if you have a dozer blade
attachment. Use LEFT HAND 5" slit for dozer lift
arm.)

C. Zipper FRONT PANEL VINYL to lower edge of
WINDSHIELD. Place lower sections around
PARTS 6 & 12. Snap WINDSHIELD and FRONT
PANEL VINYL to FRONT CORNER POSTS. Tie
strings near the zipper are to be tied to PART 1.
Underneath the tractor, find the SPRING STRAP.S
sewed to FRONT PANEL VINYL and hook those
springs to tractor frame to hold FRONT PANEL in
a well-fitting position.

A. Snap REAR CURTAIN to REAR CORNER POSTS

and tie strings to PART 13.

B. Insert bottom, front corner of each DOOR into the
bottom HINGE (PART 25).

CORNER POSTS (PARTS + or g) using screws
already in posts. Place another DOOR HINGE

When the FIBERGLASS TOP is
pulled downward, it will "trap" the rods sewed into
the upper hem of the WINDSHIELD and REAR
CURTAIN, thereby holding them up.

B. Place a Ya" flat washer (PART 27) over each of
four bolts (PART 26) and insert them thru holes
provided in FIBERGLASS TOP and TOP FRAME.
Add nuts, but do not tighten yet.

C. Adjust FIBERGLASS TOP so it will almost touch
top of each door when opening and closing each
door. With that small clearance, tighten all four
bolts.

D. Tie strings near bottom, front corner of doors to
strings sewed to FRONT PANEL VINYL.

E. Check every bolt of cab at this time to make sure it
is tight. Re-check tractor bolts which were loosened
for cab installation to make sure they are securely
tightened.
